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The Advancing Excellence Campaign is helping nursing homes take steps to minimize staff
turnover in order to maintain a stable workforce to care for residents.  They are collecting the data as there is currently no measurement at this time.  The Campaign has set the objectives by 4th Quarter of 2011- that the annual RN turnover rate reported by nursing homes participating in this goal will be at or below 65%, LPN turnover rate reported at or below 35%, and CNA turnover rate reported at or below 65%.  The first task to accomplish is to have the homes turn in their monthly staff turnover data to the Campaign.  I will be reporting back the state data on a quarterly basis.
